From there, renewable items like jackets, pants, 
shirts, shoes, dresses, shorts and sweaters are 
sorted and packaged for shipment to various 
people and destinations around the world.

For instance, we can deliver a T-shirt to  
a port in Africa, for as little as 14 cents.

Trans-Continental, working primarily in partnership with local charities, schools, and nonprofit organizations, 
collects, sorts and distributes wearable used clothing worldwide. Those items unwearable Cleancloth processes 
into wiping materials.
